Within this final report document, I will touch on the description of my work, what went well, the problems, what courses were helpful in the TPW program, skills I can improve on, and what I learned throughout my internship. 

Descriptions of work
The overall focus of my work revolved around writing and editing projects. My advisor allowed me to brainstorm and create a project for the company. A good amount of time was spent organizing and writing a plan for the website. I made a project charter to help support the ideas I came up with. I created a proposal to give emphasis, structure, and support to the project charter. I included more research on why a website is sustainable for a business. Although my advisor denied the website, we settled on a portfolio website. 

When I was not busy with my portfolio, I had the opportunity to edit projects before submissions. Garrett Curry Visuals works with venues around Columbia, Missouri. I also had the opportunity to participate in a project proposal with the GCV team. I designed and proofread the Membrane Group proposal. This proposal was to video a micro-documentary for the Membrane Group. The proposal included terms and conditions, prices, and services provided. 

What went well
My overall experience was an amazing one. I did a great job organizing my information, documents, and files. Personally, I thought this would be a struggle for me. The communication and positivity from everyone at GCV was great to be around. I felt comfortable enough to email and ask questions. Even when something went wrong, I was surrounded by people who pushed me to succeed. A positive work environment can definitely help people who struggle to successfully perform on some days.

Problems/Improvement 
Throughout my time at GCV, I realized I needed to improve specific skills. I wish to enhance my pace within the workplace further. I was slow in some areas of my tasks. Beneficial TPW Courses

I created a manual, fliers, website, and proposals for this course. These assignments allowed me to perform the tasks I completed at Garrett Curry Visuals. All the Technical Writing programs gave an adequate amount of time for deadlines. 

Advice
If I had to advise future interns, it would be to prepare themselves for the pace of the workforce. The transfer from school to work was something I did not expect. The workplace moves faster. My education experience gave me deadlines that allowed me time to juggle other tasks. However, as time goes on, you will improve on many skills. Enjoy your time interning and have fun with the tasks you get to complete. 

Career goals
Before the internship, I had no substantial work for a portfolio. The internship at MSU allowed me to create authentic work for real-life clients. My goal was to have a variety of pieces for my portfolio. I also started my career goals after my internship ended. My goal was to work for Garrett Curry Visuals after the term ended. I get to mark that goal off my list because I was offered a position to work for GCV in September. My current goal is to increase my skills in contract writing. Towards the end of my internship, I was able to shadow my advisor during contract writing. Eventually I would like to make contract writing my focus for my future career.
